THOR'S PIPER, five-wide into the first turn, raced off the pace, circled the field on the far turn, bid upper stretch, dueled to the end and prevailed under a
drive. MOONDRIFTER stalked the pace, closed sharply between foes late turn and led into the stretch, was engaged upper stretch, dueled to the end but
was outfinished. FIONN, rated early, was contentious late turn then finished gamely inside. OLIVER'S STRIKE vied early then forced the pace on the
backstretch, dueled on the far turn, was headed late turn, rebid at the top of the stretch but yielded in the final furlong. BEFORE THE PROM, wide into the
first turn, raced off the pace, closed six-wide late turn, loomed boldly at the top of the stretch, was game but hung late. LUIGI'S HONOUR raced off the pace
between horses, was hustled four-deep into the stretch, was game but evened out late. SHOW THE WAY, rated early, closed along the rail late backstretch,
was hustled two-wide late turn then tired in the stretch. FULL THROTTLE, in range early, dropped back on the backstretch and never threatened. DON
VALENTINO, well back early, saved ground into the far turn, angled out seven-wide through the turn but failed to menace. NO MORE TEARS vied early,
was taken in hand and pressed the pace three-wide, chased into the stretch and tired.
